If the label on the unit shows Intermatic on the top right corner of the label the date code will be shown with two numbers followed by a letter in the bottom left corner example 03D unit was manufactured the 3rd week of 2009. The lettering systems starts with “A” being 2006 “B” 2007 etc. If the label shows Grässlin in the top right corner the date code is shown in the bottom right corner with 4 numbers example 0737 is 37th week of 2007. 

The DTMV40-M  date code is on the PCB top right corner under the word Grasslin. It is shown with 4 numbers first 2 are the year then week.  The DTMV40 - In the case; on the units labeled with the “Grasslin” name… the date code is in the bottom right corner  4 numbers, year then week.   The FM1 timers - the date code is printed on the back of the timer 4 numbers year/week  FM2D50 the code is on the label bottom right corner again 4 numbers. Mill units would also be 4 numbers on the label.
